To Persons Seeking RubeLab Assistance

The members and officers of Rubelab acknowledge that by submitting your idea to Rubelab you may reveal information that could be confidential and/or proprietary. 

It is the policy of RubeLab that members and officers treat proprietary information supplied to RubeLab in strictest confidence and refrain from disclosing or disseminating any such information without written consent.

a. Information shall not be considered to be confidential or proprietary if such information:

i. Is or becomes publicly known other than as a result of an unauthorized disclosure of Rubelab, or
ii. Is rightfully received from a Third Party (which for purposes of this agreement, shall mean a person or corporation, together with the employees and agents thereof, who is not a party to this agreement) provided that at the time of the receipt of such information Rubelab had no knowledge that the Third Party was subject to a confidentiality agreement or other confidentiality obligation with respect to the information or,
iii. Is required to be disclosed by law, a judicial order or decree .

RubeLab acknowledges that by application for RubeLab assistance no license or right is granted. By separate agreement between RubeLab and an applicant, provision of assistance may be exchanged for participation in benefits derived from proprietary information.
